Home Improvement

Parking Lot Improve-
ments: Over July 12"
and 13", the church
driveways and parking
lot will be resurfaced
and re-striped. Sur-
face repairs were re-
cently made in prepa-
ration for the resurfac-
ing.

building, it provides
ample places for wild
bees to find a home for
their bounty of honey.
Recently a large infes-
tation had to be re-
moved. We need to be
always on guard
watching for any new
colonies taking resi-
dence in our building.
