Cathie Dunlop, an only child, was born in Benton Harbor, Michigan on March 17, 1934. During her childhood, Cathie’s 
family moved frequently within Michigan. Her parents would purchase a fixer-upper home, renovate it, sell it, and pur-
chase a better fixer-upper, continuing the cycle. A resident of California since 1957, Cathie has lived in only two apart-
ments and two houses. Each residence had its own special places – a kitchen here, a bay window there. Cathie’s fa-
vorite place among the four is her current home, which she shared with her husband until his death. 

In the midst of her parents’ busy, mobile lifestyle, Cathie fondly remembers her dad’s daily gift of a new word…”cheap” 
yet priceless. In addition, her father’s bedtime stories were taken from history. Fond memories include stories about 
Eliza McCartrell teaching Andrew Jackson to read and Dolly Madison’s experiences during the War of 1812. Cathie is 
grateful for the musical and cultural exposure provided by her parents, which included introduction to classics, such as 
Handel’s Messiah. 

Cathie’s childhood heroes included people who made a positive difference in the world like Marie Curie and Joan of 
Arc. Today, her heroes are all those who place others above themselves, leaving the world a bit better than they found 
it. Cathie is particularly disturbed by those on the opposite side of her “hero” spectrum who display cruelty, narcissism 
and indifference to suffering. 

Not surprisingly, Cathie aspired to become a teacher. In order to fund her college education, Cathie took jobs as a 
waitress, assembly line worker, florist and retail clerk. After three years of teaching secondary school in Michigan, 
Cathie moved to California in 1957. Over the next 38 years, she would teach English at Birmingham High School.  

Cathie’s favorite pastime is music. She loves opera and the romantic composers. In addition, she enjoys theatre, lit-
erature, gardening and good friends. In spite of her rewarding career in English education, Cathie regrets that she did 
not continue taking piano lessons that were provided to her over 60 years ago. Although she is now taking lessons, 
Cathie believes that her “hand-brain” coordination would have been much better today had she pursued musical train-
ing over the years. 

Cathie was a Roman Catholic between the ages of 8 to 32, and did not attend church for the next 28 years. In 2001, 
she walked into St. Andrew and St. Charles and made it her spiritual home. She initially found the Episcopal Church 
liturgy both familiar and comfortable. Cathie is drawn to the warmth and friendliness of Father Greg and this congrega-
tion. She is especially pleased by genuine acceptance of dissenting viewpoints within this community, as expressed by 
the belief that all people are God’s children. Cathie states that St A&C is not judgmental or self-righteous in its accep-
tance of “even one who does not believe in God, because God believes in him/her”. 

All who know Cathie have come to appreciate her sincere care for others, great sense of humor, that “willingness to 
share an opinion”. Cathie believes that liturgical music should be in Latin and preferably Gregorian chant. Moreover, 
the only “Protestant” hymns she cares for are “the Doxology” and “Simple Gifts”, which should be sung a cappella.

Modern Prometheus Unchained 

 

We are quite a literate church community. We have a monthly book exchange, our adult faith         
formation offerings generally feature a book, and there is the book club. The book club’s selection for May 
2010 was Mary Shelley’s classic, Frankenstein. Unlike the Boris Karloff representation or even more unlike 
Mel Brooks’ interpretation of the novel, Shelley’s work, coming on the wings of the Enlightenment movement 
in Europe, calls into question the ethical dimensions of that which humanity creates. The Greeks were the 
first to create a myth regarding this ethical dilemma. The tragic-hero is Prometheus. 

Prometheus was a Titan god (the Titans were elders who ruled the cosmos before the Olympian gods 
ruled), who is best known for stealing fire from the gods and giving it to humanity. For this he was eternally 
punished by Zeus. But prior to this, Prometheus had been given the task of forming humankind out of clay. 
Victor Frankenstein was Shelley’s modern (for her day) Prometheus in that he creates life, which then goes 
about destroying life especially Victor’s. Shelley is warning us about messing in those areas that belong to 
the gods (God). 

Thus, instead of being a B rated horror flick in black and white or a wildly funny A rated comedy by 
Brooks, Frankenstein encourages us to ask: who are the modern day Prometheans? And into what area(s) 
ought we carefully tread? To this I would respond genetics. Genetic science has far exceeded our ability to 
respond ethically to its advances. Soon, like Victor Frankenstein, we will be designing, creating human be-
ings. At first blush, we like what we see. We like the opportunity to be able to remove genetic markers for 
cancer, diabetes, cystic fibrosis and other diseases. Will such opportunities be available for all? Or will there 
be a cost? If only some can afford to have their embryos cured, won’t that further create a society of healthy 
people versus unhealthy people genetically? Will the healthy then pay for the unhealthy? 

Further ethical questions come to mind regarding genetic engineering. Is it acceptable for parents to 
choose the hair color, eye color, intellect and even gender of there future child? How will this effect society? 
Too many girls? Too many boys? Too many blue eyed blondes attending Harvard? And further, if homosexu-
ality is genetic and not a choice, and if geneticist were to be able to isolate said marker, would it be accept-
able for a parent to choose to remove the homosexuality gene and replace it with a heterosexual gene? But 
homosexuality isn’t like diabetes or blindness because it isn’t a disease or an impairment. So, would parents 
have the right to make this decision? Or should society need to make that decision?  

Prometheus was destined to spend eternity tied to a rock where an eagle feasted daily on his ex-
posed liver which regenerated itself overnight so that the entire event repeated itself ad infinitum. Victor 
Frankenstein’s life was misery after misery losing his most precious loved ones in the process. Those who 
have come before us have warned us. Be careful in messing with the priori-
ties of the gods. Remember Santayana’s warning: “Those who cannot re-
member the past are condemned to repeat it.” Or more basically Gene 
Wilder: “It’s alive!”
