A few months ago Walt Bowman came to me with this idea of getting to know individual parishioners a little better by offering a mini-bio. Interest-
ingly, Walt was not the only person who suggested the idea. Holy Spirit at work—thanks be to God.                                                                             
Walt responded to my interview questions by offering this. Thank you Walt! 

Eighty-seven years ago in a Norwalk, OH hospital an exciting event took place - my mother gave birth to the second of 4 children 

and named him Walter. In that group of 4 only my brother and I remain. Ours was a farm family, struggling to weather the depres-

sion with a few cows and enough laying hens to provide a cash income, and frequent visits to the local banker to forestall foreclo-

sure on the farm. So our routine, like everyone else's was work and scrimp, and for growing boys, scrimp and work, with occa-

sional after chores bouts of croquet with neighbors or ice skating on the creek. I suppose my dad was my real hero, who with only 

an 8th grade education had management skills enough to see us through those years and send us all to college- 3 at a time.  

 

To offset a lack of athletic abilities, I relied on academic achievements for recognition, determined from early high school days to 

be class valedictorian. College years were a time of expanding horizons, but a time of growing uneasiness as the draft reduced the 

male population of the college by 75%. This raised the question of fairness; was it fair for me to accept my draft exemption - a con-

cern which led me to take a 2 year break from seminary and volunteer for relief work in war-torn Italy. There the satisfaction of 

helping persons with their post-war rehabilitation, as well as the challenge to live as much as possible as an Italian rather than as 

an "America no" led to some of l1'}y richest experiences. There are many carry over’s from those years: favorite food? Italian of 

course; favorite music? Italian; favorite language? Italian; favorite places to visit? Italian.  

Returning to the States I completed my seminary work and began the first of 4 pastorates -lanark, Il, Dayton, OH, Wooster, OH, 

and Wichita, KS. That 20 year stint of pastoral work was followed by another 20 year period of ministry as a denominational staff 

person, first on District staff and then after 7 years on the Church of the Brethren national staff, the focus in each case being out-

door ministry or church camping. In the national arena the effort was to give direction to the whole program of outdoor ministry in 

33 locations across the country. One of the very rewarding parts of all those contacts was being frequently called on to represent 

the church in ecumenical and/or community programs, such as the early beginnings of Heifer Project in Italy, a papal audience 

following a major food distribution across Italy, chairing an ecumenical board for 7 denominations jointly providing ministry on 12 

state university campuses in Ohio.  

Obviously, I am not a "cradle" Episcopalian - actually it's only 20 years. Barbara and I as a new family, were looking for a new 

church family and found it at St. A&C - a sense of Christian community which fit our understanding of a faith community. And that's 

what keeps me in a pew at St. A&C and bridges the gap between a liturgical worship and a very flexible Anabaptist one. Actually it 

has brought me to an appreciation of liturgical worship and even the creed. (Don't tell my non-

creedal Brethren I said that.) What I do miss, however, is a German style of hymnody - the majestic 4 

parters 'like "A mighty Fortress Is Our God." I could sing 3 or 4 of those every Sunday.  

What you should know about me at a deeper level is the importance to me of my family - the 3 sons 

and 2 daughters, offspring of a first marriage of 45 years, and now Barbara and her 3 sons some of 

whom actually call me Dad. In addition there are 10 grand children whom I hold dear, even at long 

distances. Mix in the spouses and it's a rich blend of strong individuals - artists, musicians, college 

professors, cabinet maker, finish carpenter, actuary, minister. I wish you could know them all.
