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WORD UP— Subijection

“In the fullness of time, put all
things in subjection under your
Christ.” (Rite Il, Eucharistic
Prayer B). This phrase in the
Sunday liturgy is somewhat simi-
lar to the verses in Hebrews 2:7-8
concerning humanity, “You have
crowned them with glory and
honor, subjecting all things under
their feet.” From a legalistic view-
point, subjection is “the obligation
of one or more persons to act at
the discretion, or according to the
judgment and will of others”. This
is quite harsh, opening “subjects”
to possible abuses of power un-
der the feet of tyrants.

- We are fortunate in that God built
free will into human nature. Be-

cause of this gift, we individually
decide to whom we subject our-
selves. In 16th century England,
the majority of the population was
coerced by the First Act of Su-
premacy to recognize Henry VI
as "the only supreme head on
earth of the Church in England”.
Under the guise of protest against
a flawed papacy, Henry’s actions
were motivated by his desire for a
male successor. Two courageous
individuals resisted that subjec-
tion, namely Thomas More (who
chose subjection to the Catholic
magisterium or leadership, even-
tually recognized by Rome and
Canterbury as a saint) and Tho-
mas Hitton (who chose the au-
thority of Scripture, becoming the
first martyr of the English Refor-
mation). Both were executed for
choosing the “wrong” authority.

Interestingly enough, Ann Bo-
leyn (2" wife of Henry) and Tho-
mas Cromwell (Lord Chancellor)
who opted for subjection to Henry
were eventually executed by
Henry for treason.

Perhaps, since we must choose
anyway, it is better to recite, “In
the fullness of time, put all things
in subjection under your Christ.”
Freely subject first to Jesus
Christ, therefore one’s choice of
“scripture alone”, “scripture, tradi-
tion, and reason”, or any other
formula cannot be entirely
“‘wrong”.

The Most Important Product?

There’s a book that inspired the
English novel and the novels we
read today. As readers, we’re
used to characters with charac-
ter traits: heroes, Vvillains,
Scrooges and the like.

“Pilgrim’s  Progress” (the most
popular book you’ve probably
never read--in print continuously
since the 17th Century) is a
tricky proposition today because
its form--allegory--is out of fash-
ion now, or appears to be at first
glance.

To illustrate the way the form
works, the protagonist of the
book is named “Christian”.
Guess what he is? But he is a
Christian as the 17th Century
author, John Bunyan, conceives
a Christian protagonist ought to
be.

Bunyan isn’t trying to fool his
readers per se. As the author of
the work he states at the begin-
ning that he had a dream and it
“kind of went like this--". He in-
vites you as a reader into his
fantasy, although “fantasy” im-
plies a flight of fancy and Bun-
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yan’s book is about his version
of Christian truth and to expli-
cate this he creates a world filled
with such things as “the Slough
of Despond”.

Wikipedia has a wonderful entry
on “Pilgrim’s Progress” which is
very worthwhile when you want
to see if reading the book is your
cup of tea. Not only that, it will
show from where many common
expressions in English sprang.

Pilgrim’s Progress (continued)

Most of us are familiar with the
idea of Everyman from a still
older literary creation. That’s
what Christian is in a sense.
However, Bunyan’s Christian is
not an Anglican and still less a
Catholic. If Milton hadn’t known
Latin he might have been Bun-
yan.

There is an avid young reader-

ship today for what it calls
“Science-Fiction” but what | think
of as “Fantasy”. Many of these
works allude to “Pilgrim’s Pro-
gress”. lts comics are filled with
costumed super-heroes and vil-
lains fighting out the battle of
good versus evil.

It's hard for me as an adult
schooled to admire the past and

a certain restraint to be drawn
into this contemporary genre. It's
even harder to draw the young
into mine and into our Church
perhaps but | don’t know for cer-
tain. Maybe the Evangelical
churches are more appealing to
youth. Bunyan, as a Puritan,
was closer to them than the
Episcopal Church.

It was evident that repairs to
portions the roof area above the
parish hall kitchen area and
some of the classrooms were
long overdue; so in March,
Lanny West contacted Rooftech,
a roofing contractor that had
done previous roof repairs for
the church. They were asked
for a sole source bid to remove
and replace portions of the roof
areas in question. Rooftech’s bid
for $4,500 was a reasonable
cost for the work needing to be
done, so Chuck, owner of
Rooftech, was given the ap-

proval for the job. The work,
overseen by Lanny, began in
mid-March and was completed
within a week.

And, then, the rains came
(again)....On Sunday, March 20,
new leaks occurred in the Me-
diation Room and in the Parish
Hall. After Lanny and Mike Mul-
lins inspected the damage from
the leaks, Lanny was able to
contact Rooftech on Tuesday;

the new leak areas. The leaks

and caulked the suspected leak
areas. Later that same after-
noon, another rainstorm hit the
area, and the repairs made ear-
lier that day held--i.e., no more
leaks! (Chuck, by the way, did
not charge our church for his
time and labor to repair the sus-
pected new leak area.)

ACOLYTE CROSSES

David Dean

Lent is often characterized as our own reflective procession of the symbolic cross to the eventual crucifixion on Good
Friday and the Resurrection of Easter. Every Sunday morning at our 10:00 am service, we stand up and one of our
own acolytes leads our choir and clergy in the procession carrying a real cross. Have you noticed that our acolytes also
carry a cross pendant on a cord with the color of the church calendar season. In Lent, the cord is purple and each aco-
lyte carries a cross pendant that represents the number of years of their service as an acolyte at St Andrews and St
Charles. If you take a closer look, these pendant crosses take our youth on another procession as our own church pro-
gressed from our Christian roots in Britain to our own California home. From the early English Church and the Christian
Saxons in Wales, through Scotland to San Francisco’s Episcopal Church Grace Cathedral. Each of the pendant
crosses represent a step from the seat of the Anglican communion in Canterbury, the survival of Saxon Christians in
Wales to the outreach through Scotland that made the Episcopal Church in the United States possible, to our own Cali-
fornia. Our acolytes grow year by year in their progress and yes we follow behind.

Our acolytes lead us to the service and perform various duties from lighting candles, collecting the offertory and assist-
ing in preparing the Eucharist. They start at ten years old and they usually serve up to the age of sixteen when high
school gets a bit sticky. They have a schedule with duties and they do a very good job. Sometimes they make mis-
takes, but that is life and our church is alive. We are fortunate that we have young people that will participate in our
regular service and it is part of who we are at of St Andrew and St Charles. If you have attended other Episcopal
churches in the southland, many of them have adults serve as acolytes and they miss out on the whole experience of
the full participation of their young people in the service. We have kept our tradition with young acolytes as part of the
service. That is our little way of recognizing the life and energy of the future. Which after all, isn’t that what it’s all really
about anyway? So please don't just watch our young people lead us in our weekly ritual procession in faith; take a mo-
ment after the service and catch up to one of them. Take some time and talk to them. They are part of our family, they
are part of who we are and in the end, they have their own cross and are at the head of our procession to the cross.

Year 1 -- Canterbury
Cross

The Canterbury Cross is a
symbol of the Christian
faith from the Celtic
Crosses that first ap-
peared during the fifth
century AD . This style is
based on a Saxon brooch
dating 850 AD and found
an was found in 1867 in
Canterbury, England the
seat of the Anglican Com-
munion.

Year 2 -- Welsh Capped
Cross

The Celts were an ancient
spiritual people, with a rich
mythology and symbology
that later merged with the
Christian beliefs especially in
Ireland, Scotland and Wales.
The tenth-century crosses
were sometimes capped and
often decorated with inter-
laced knot
work, spirals,
key patterns,
animal fig-
ures, foliage
designs, and
Biblical sto-
ries.

Year 3 -- MacMillan
Cross

The MacMillan Cross can be
found at the Kilmory of Knap
Chapel, Scotland. It was
commissioned by Alexander
MacMillan in the 15th century.
The original cross was origi-
nally about 12ft (4m) high and
made of solid chloride slate.
Scotland provided the Episco-
pal Church
with our first
bishops and is
recognized in
the blue field
and cross of St
Andrew on the
church seal.

Year 4 -- Spire Cross

Based on the cross from
Grace Cathedral in San Fran-
cisco built at the beginning of
the 20th Century. The third
largest Episcopal Cathedral in
the United States shows the
vitality of the Anglican tradi-
tion in California and the
west.
