The 2009-2010 school year at 
North Valley Charter Academy be-
gan September 8th with a capacity 
enrollment of 213 students, 6th – 
12th grades with a full curriculum, 
including limited intramural sports. 
During the summer, several en-
hancements have been made on 
campus. Umbrellas have been 
added to each table on the campus 
outdoor dining plaza. The basket-
ball court has been moved to the 
east side of the campus to make 
way for the addition of the new li-
brary-computer lab building which 
should arrive and be in-service 
within 30 days.  A large grant was 

received to completely fund an up-
to-date library with several com-
puter kiosks.  

In addition to a full summer school 
schedule, teachers and administra-
tors attended several workshops 
where they were introduced to new 
programs, the latest study materials 
and recent changes in teaching 
concepts and curriculum planning. 
Owing to the true spirit of commu-
nity that pervades the campus, all 
of the teachers returned this year.      

Several physical improvements 
were made, most required by 
changed and updated building and 
safety codes. Additional hand rails 

have been added on stairways and  
ramps. The most noticeable addi-
tion is the bright yellow fire hydrant 
in the northwest corner of our park-
ing lot.  We will also see new 
spaces in our parking lot added to 
meet new capacity requirements. 
All of these changes have been 
made at a substantial expense 
to NOVA.

The Freedom To Give 

 

All of us have had the experi-
ence of losing our wallets. Not 
only is this terribly inconven-
ient because you have to re-
place your driver’s license and 
call up all of your credit card 
companies and banks, but los-
ing your wallet, nowadays, is 
frightening. It is frightening be-
cause of identity theft. Gone 
are the days when someone 
would just steal your cash and 
then try to buy cigarettes on 
your credit card at the Pic N 
Save. Now the thieves create 
a whole new you. However, 
we worry much less if we were 
to lose our checkbooks than 
we do our wallets. Yet, our 
check register and stubs re-
veal far more about who we 
are than our wallets do. Our 
checkbooks, for instance, tell 
the story of our giving habits, 
of what is important to us, who 
the beneficiaries of our expen-
ditures are and when we spent 
our money. There are all sorts 
of things I can tell you about 
yourself if I have access to 
your checkbook. Actually, our 
checkbooks are revealingly, 
truthfully autobiographical. And 
the most enlightening aspect is 
that our checkbooks will tell 
how generous we are. 

 

Generosity is the virtue of giving. 
Generosity entails giving the 
other person what is not his/hers 
but yours, which he/she lacks. 
Generosity is a form of freedom. 
It is a product of self esteem. The 
more you possess yourself the 
less things and others possess 
you. You are free from them. 
Possessing yourself is different 
than selfishness. We can’t give 
away something which we don’t 
possess, and the same principle 
applies to our beings. Paul Ram-
sey, the Christian ethicist, calls 
this state “enlightened unselfish-
ness.” To be generous is to be 
free of self, of one’s petty little 
deeds and possessions, one’s 
little resentments and jealousies. 

 

As we move into our pledging 
program, let’s consider this con-
cept of generosity as the exercis-
ing of the freedom to give. Also, 
think about all the things which 
you have wanted throughout your 
life from cars to houses to 
clothes to electronics. Think 
about how many of these things 
you actually obtained and then 
regretted wasting the money on 
later. The list is probably pretty 
long. As a matter of fact, church 
rummage sales actually depend 
upon this happening! Then think 
of all the things you have given 
away. Have you ever regretted 
one single thing which you have 
given away? Probably not. My 
guess is that even if you were to 

choose your most prized 
possession and give that 
away to someone who 
lacked it, you would still feel 
great and not regret your 
decision one bit. So, it is 
with generosity----the free-
dom to give. 

 

When your pledge form ar-
rives in the mail, please 
prayerfully consider the 
amount of your time, talent 
and treasure which you 
would like to give to our 
church community. Your 
generous gift not only helps 
out our church, but in a 
crazy way will come back to 
help you out more. You will 
feel freer and more self-
possessed despite having 
given you and your posses-
sions away. It is a win/win 
situation.
