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Window Progress Report

After what seems like an eter-
nity, instillation is scheduled to
begin the first week of Novem-
ber on our beautiful stained
glass window. As anyone who
has undertaken a construction
project at their home or business
will confirm, the city inspectors
can throw untold delays into any
project. Owing to the unique
construction and design of our
church, the city’s Department of
Building and Safety, at the last
minute, has required the design
and installation of a supporting

wall under the window’s pro-
posed location.

This additional reinforcing wall
will be constructed in a portion
of what has been known as “The
Bum’s Room”. It has served as a
repository for se-
lect rummage,
community book
sale materials
and church play
props. All such
materials have
been temporally
moved to another =
storage area and "

will be returned once the con-
struction of the supporting wall is
complete. When this sub-wall is
completed and inspected, work
will begin on the installation of
the window. This process is
scheduled to require up to three
weeks. Upon completion we will
have a formal unveiling and
dedication ceremony. This
beautiful window will be a long-
awaited addition to our sanctu-
ary filling it with glorious color
and light every Sunday morning.

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Summary of the Sept. 2009 Vestry Meeting

Financial Issues: The Treasurer's Reports
continue to reflect pledges that exceed
budget; rental income has also increased.
The Treasurer noted that while utility ex-
penses were higher in the summer, water
usage has decreased 50% from 2008. The
Parish Administrator noted that SAGE
cleaned the classroom carpets in August. It
was also reported that the current SAGE
President is retiring and a replacement has
been chosen. The Parish Administrator
reported that the Los Angeles Department of
Water and Power (DWP) has completed for
the installation of the school’s fire hydrant.

It was announced that the Vestry expects to
have a discussion on the 2009 pledge drive
at the October meeting.

Senior Warden'’s Report: The Senior War-
den stated that the Sunday School classes
have begun and will be divided up a bit dif-
ferently this year. Funding is available for
their activities and they may be looking to

expend this money on a new curriculum.
Adult Christian Education classes began on
September 13" with a presentation by the
Gibbs Company on the stained glass win-
dow. Several topics and teachers have been
identified for specific future dates; however,
a few Sundays remain open and are ex-
pected to be filled in the next few months.
The Senior Silo reported that they have been
discussing a new prayer chain concept that
would allow all parishioners to participate
and submit names of people in need. De-
tails are to be finalized in the next few
weeks.

The Senior Warden stated that there is a
shortage of drivers to deliver the sandwiches
to the AIDS clinic, so they will be seeking
more people to participate. It was also re-
ported that the Silo is working to incorporate
NOVA in food pantry activities.

Junior Warden’s Report: The Junior Warden
announced that the Summer BBQ raised

$649.76 for the food pantry, which did not
include the canned goods that were donated
at the event. The Junior Warden stated that
the Youth Group began on August 30" and
the Vestry reviewed the numerous events
that will be held over the next year. The
Junior Warden stated that a fire inspection of
the kitchen exhaust system was successful
and no repairs/improvements were deemed
necessary. It was also reported that the
Property Committee is examining alterna-
tives for fixing the rectory driveway and re-
paving the church parking lot. The Junior
Silo also discussed the development of a
new Hospitality Group with Judy Larson.

Rector’s Report: It was noted that the Rec-
tory Party would take place on September
13",

Spreading the love of God by

Prayer is the practice of the presence of
God and the exercise of faith and hope.
The St. Andrew and St. Charles prayer
chain is a group of individuals who re-
ceive prayer requests and forward them
to the next person in the network and
pray for each request. The Vestry is
proposing to build on this long-standing
ministry by providing an opportunity for
the entire congregation to participate.

How to become a link in the chain: To
participate in the new prayer chain,
either pick-up the weekly prayer list on
Sunday or contact the Church office to
receive an e-mail version of the prayer
list. It will be up to you to faithfully pray
when you can on behalf of others in

need by lifting up specific requests,
concerns and emergency situations. It
is critical to keep all prayer information
confidential. Be content with the details
you are given and pray intelligently —
not to solve, dissect or discuss the
situation with anyone except God.

How to submit prayer requests: If you
are interested in submitting a prayer
request, please e-mail or call the
Church office or you may fill out a
prayer request form. Requests must be
submitted by Thursday at noon in order
to be included in the weekly prayer list.
Please provide enough information so
people can pray intelligently - a few
words to summarize the prayer concern
is sufficient, but it is not necessary. Itis
okay to simply state whether it is a per-
sonal or a health concern. If you don't

want full names disclosed, initials or
first names are perfectly acceptable.
We are sensitive to an individual’s de-
sire for confidentiality, so if you do not
feel comfortable sharing any details,
please contact Mary Hilberg who over-
sees the traditional prayer chain.

In order to keep an up-to-date list,
names will remain on the prayer chain
for two weeks, unless otherwise speci-
fied in the prayer submission. Updates
on a situation, including answered
prayers, are helpful so that we can
thank God and stop or change the
prayer request.

Just Keep At It

“Everybody prays whether he/she
thinks of it as praying or not,” says
Frederick Buechner, author and
theologian. The odd silence you
fall into when something very
beautiful is happening or some-
thing very good or very bad. The
quick sense of relief after a near
miss car accident accompanied by,
“Oh, thank God!” is prayer. The
moment of pain at somebody
else’s pain or the moment of joy at
somebody else’s joy is also prayer.
Whatever words or sounds you
use for sighing with over your own
life is prayer. These are all prayers
in their own way. These are all
spoken not just to yourself but to
something even more familiar than
yourself.

As a proper Episcopalian, | was
taught that real praying took place
while on your knees. Each class-
room in my church’s Sunday
School had a picture of Jesus
kneeling before God in the Garden
of Gethsemane. Thus, it was
proper in church to kneel during
the entire prayer of consecration
AND after one received commun-
ion through the post-communion
prayer. My liturgically proper aunt
would not even let me rest my pos-
terior on the pew behind us.
Known as the Episcopal squat, my
aunt believed God quit listening
when one didn’t pray in the correct
position.

It is not always easy to find a place
to kneel during our busy days.
Thus, for many years | didn't be-
lieve that | had a prayer life. But

this is not true. It is also not true that
your hands must be folded, your head
bowed and each prayer must begin
with “Dear God.” As a matter of fact,
whatever else prayer may or may not
be it is at least talking to yourself, and
that is in itself not always a bad idea.
Talk to yourself about your own life,
about what you have done

and what you have failed

to do and about who you

are and who you wish you

were and who the people

you love are and the peo-

ple you don't love, too.

Talk to yourself about

what matters most to you,

because if you don't, you

may forget what matters

most to you. And remem-

ber, even if you don’t be-

lieve God I listening, at

least you will be listening.

But, of course, we believe

God is listening. God is

always listening. The old

adage “if God seems to be absent,

guess who moved?” applies. Jesus
said, “All things are possible to him

who believes.” And our response is,
“Lord, I believe; help my unbe-

liefl” (Mark 9:24)

We tend towards unbelief because
we don’t see the results for that which
we prayed. Our sister still has cancer;
you failed the exam; you are still de-
pressed; you just can’t seem to for-
give someone. Does God not care?
Does God not listen? It seems to me
that the results are less important
than the reaching out to God. Accord-
ing to Jesus the most important thing
about praying is to keep at it. And it is
not that if you keep at it eventually,
like the squeaky wheel, God will re-
spond by opening God’s door.
Rather, if you keep at it, perhaps it is
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the only way to getting to your
door. And there you will find
God waiting.
